Nedarim on Erev Rosh Hashanah should say it
Erev Yom Kippur. Immersion in a Mikveh (if
necessary, a long shower will suffice).

Before taking on the restrictions of Yom Kippur,

prepare a flame (that must stay lit throughout
Yom Kippur) for use during Havdallah.

Eating or drinking is permitted only until 6:27PMm
(Note: this is mentioned only for the sake of those
who are ill or homebound and wish to eat until
the latest possible moment).

Note, however, that those who light Yom Kippur
candles are bound by the laws of Yom Kippur
with candle lighting. Those who need to ride to
Shul after candle lighting must specify
beforehand that they do not take the Yom Kippur
restrictions upon themselves at that time. They
are then permitted to travel after candle lighting,

Since Yom Kippur has fallen on Shabbos, the
prevalent custom is to include the blessing over
the spicesduring Havdallah. We make
Havdallah on a cup of wine , the spices,and a
flame that has been burning since before Yom
Kippur , together with another candle lit from
that flame.

Tachanun is omitted until after Rosh Chodesh
Cheshvan (Sunday, October 30), although some
resume the secondday after Simchas Torah
(Sunday, October 23).
